
AP Physics 2 

This inquiry-based laboratory course is for students who want to learn physics at an accelerated pace. It is designed to 
prepare students for college-level physics. This is a second-year physics course and should only be taken after students have 
successfully completed AP Physics I. Though mathematics such as algebra and trigonometry are emphasized in this course 
through problem-solving, students will use multiple representations including diagrams, graphs, and written descriptions to 
model physics concepts. Units of study include fluid mechanics, thermodynamics, electricity and magnetism, optics, atomic 
physics, and nuclear physics. Students use technology including graphing calculators, computer simulations, and probe ware 
to explore these concepts.
