Earth Science Il: Astronomy

In this laboratory-based course, students develop skills needed to understand, explain, analyze and communicate about the
natural world from planet Earth to the edge of our universe. Mathematics is emphasized in this course through the study
Earth Science from an astronomical perspective, exploring constellations, the sun and moon, planets, asteroids, comets, the
structure and evolution of the stars, pulsars, black holes, gaseous nebulae, star clusters, galaxies, and quasars. Extensive
laboratory work includes the integration of mathematical principles and visual observations of astronomical objects in the T.C.
